OLYMPIAI Governor Jay Inslee has appointed Spo-
kane resident Samantha Mace to the Salmon Recovery
Funding Board, a state board that administers grants
for projects that help return salmon from the brink of
extinction.

Mace has extensive professional and volunteer experi-
ence in conservation policy and natural resource is-
sues. She is the Inland Northwest director for the Save
our Wild Salmon Coalition, where she is responsible for
policy, media and outreach for Inland Northwest salm-
on issues for a coalition of sport fishing groups and
businesses, commercial fishing associations, conserva-
tion groups and other organizations working to restore
wild salmon and steelhead to the Columbia and Snake
Rivers.

Before joining the coalition, Mace held a long list of
other jobs in the conservation world, including working
for Trout Unlimited, the Washington Wildlife Federa-
tion, the Idaho Wildlife Federation and the ForestWater
Alliance in Washington, D.C. She also has been a vol-
unteer on many conservation efforts.

Recovery Funding Board in 1999. Composed of five
citizens appointed by the Governor, and five state
agency directors, the board brings together the experi-
ences and viewpoints of citizens and the major state
natural resource agencies. The board provides grants
to protect or restore salmon habitat and assist related
activities. Since its start, the board has awarded $564
million for more than 2,280 projects statewide. E

Fly Fishing Academy are now being accepted. Girls and
boys between the ages of 12 and 16 are eligible to apply,

The curriculum focuses on conservation, natural resource
stewardship, and fly fishing essentials.

Fly fishing classes include fly casting, fly tying, knot ty-
ing, reading water, and water safety.

On-the-water aquatic macro invertebrate sampling activi-
ty.
Career discovery opportunities.

Faculty and staff include wildlife resource professionals,
northwest fly fishing and fly tying professionals and en-
thusiasts, and local fishing club volunteers.

Many of our WA Trout Unlimited chapters sponsor stu-
dents for the Academy, paying the $275 per student reg-
istration fee. The Academy is closely affiliated with our
TU state council, and managed by members of the Olym-
pia chapter, Mike Clancy and Jim Brosio.

Wanapum Dam Crack and Our Salmon
Fisheries

The run forecasts for Upper Columbia Basin Spring and
Summer Chinook and Sockeye Salmon are very good
for 2014. WDFW projects that 24,100 springers are
headed our way, with 7-8,000 projected for Icicle
Creek, 67,500 summer Chinook for the Upper Colum-
bia, and 63,400 Wenatchee
ly that the Wenatchee River will have a Spring Chinook
fishery this year, the first in many years.

In addition to the impact at Wanapum Dam, the Rock
Island Dam, operated by Chelan County PUD, and the
other upstream dams, are also impacted by this situa-
tion. Thatds because the
Wanapum have also drawn down their reservoirs to
reduce pressure on Wanapum. While those drawdowns
are less than five feet, much less than the 25 foot
drawdown at Wanapum, those lower upstream water
levels also impact the fish ladders at those dams. Che-
lan County PUD is also planning to pump additional
water into their fish ladders to ensure the ladders func-

However, the recent discovery of the crack in Wana-
pum Dam has everyone concerned about these fish
making it back to our waters.

As you probably know, Grant County PUD has drawn
down the Wanapum reservoir as a safety measure,
which puts the fish ladder exits on the upstream side
too high for fish to safely migrate. The current plan is

to add chutes that extend the ladders to the upstream
water level, and to pump additional water into the lad-
ders. The Grant PUD biologists are confident that these
steps should make the upstream salmon migration pos-
sible. Downstream migration of smolts and fry are not
affected by the lower water levels.

Spring Chinook PIT tag has been detected at the
Bonneville Dam as of 3/28 8 our chapter board mem-
ber Shane Magnuson guides at Wind River every spring
before returning home in late May for the Icicle Creek
fishery. Our local biologists expect the Upper Columbia
springers to begin their migration in mid -April.

Icicle Valley Chapter, Doug Pendleton

TU Digs In to Provide Shade for Endan-
gered Wenatchee Steelhead

An industrial post-hole digger made it easy

Clear Creek, which flows into the Chiwawa River in the
upper Wenatchee Valley, is one of the most important
spawning streams for engendered Wenatchee River
steelhead. As you can see, this stream is barely a me-
ter across, and yet steelhead will be found utilizing the
clean clear water. What you also see is that Clear
Creek flows through meadow-like terrain, with little to
no trees or shrubs to provide cover.

On November 18th, several members of TU-IVC part-
nered with folks from Cascade Columbia Fisheries
Enhancement Group, Thousand Trails i Leaven-
worth, Family Lines, Plain Fly Tyers , and Ponder-
osa Watershed Committee to plant 200 trees and
shrubs along an open reach of Clear Creek which runs
through the Thousand Trails property. In a few years
the mature plants will provide cover (for protection
from predators and cooler water) for spawning steel-
head, which are documented to be spawning in this
section of Clear Creek.
